FINANCES OF JOURNEY IN CHRIST

Ministry expenses are met by donations from: (1) general donations (now tax-
deductible), and (2) donations for discipleship counseling (not tax-deductible).

Staff members are not salaried, and are compensated: (1) through a vocational job,
and/or (2) as a missionary. A staff member who serves as a missionary enlists a
personal support team to donate through Journey in Christ designated to the
missionary. These donations are now tax-deductible.

Most of my financial support is through a part-time engineering job. In addition,
several families have designated donations to me without my solicitation. This is
humbling and has helped underwrite a portion of my personal expenses for an office,
website, newsletters, etc, which have totaled up to $400 per month.
